
 

LONG RIFLE RANGE RULES 
[Use Only Centrefire Long Rifle up to .338 Lapua 
Magnum, Black Powder Muzzleloaders, Rimfire] 

1. Safety First! Safety is Everyone’s responsibility. The first person on the range 
assumes Range Officer duties for Safety Flag operation. 

2. Wear Eye and Ear protection. Check with shooters before shooting and ensure that 
they have protection in place. 

3. Declare a Cease Fire among all shooters to retrieve / post targets. 

4. Preparing for Cease Fire: 
i. Unload Firearm and Open / Clear Action 
ii. Rack or Case Firearms 
iii. Lower Red Flag on firing line 
iv. Raise Green Flag on firing line 

5. Never Handle a Firearm during Cease Fire, unless cased. 
 
6. Never Step in Front of the Firing Line while Range is Live. 
 
7. No Firearms on the Range past the Firing Line. 

 
8. No Exploding Targets, No Tracer Bullets and No Armour Piercing Bullets 
 
9. Reduce Ricochet Danger: 

i. Use Club approved gongs, target stands and paper targets 
ii. Position targets so bullets strike the backstop, not the ground or the berms 
iii. Never shoot at stones or targets resting on the ground 
iv. No targets stapled to or placed on top of baffles 

 
10. Do not abuse target stands on the range.
